In the event operations are over water, the subcontractor shall carry in addition to the Statutory Worker's Compensation Insurance, endorsements covering liability under the Longshoreman's and Harbor Worker's Compensation Act (USL&H), with Outer Continental Shelf Lands Act Extension (OCS) and Maritime Liability including wages, transportation, maintenance and cure with minimum limits of $1,000,000 for death or injury to one person and $2,000,000 for any one accident, and endorsed to provide that a claim "in rem" will be treated as a claim "in Personam."

5.
If the subcontractor rents or leases marine equipment and/or furnishes marine services hereunder, the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance shall have the Watercraft exclusion deleted, and endorsed to include Contractual Liability coverage covering the vessel or vessels used and its equipment. 

If permitted  by applicable state law; the insurance certificate issued to DM hereunder for the Commercial General and Automobile Liability policies shall contain a provision worded as follows:

"DM PETROLEUM OPERATIONS COMPANY is hereby named as an additional insured. The insurance company certifies that the insurance required hereunder is primary and waives any right of subrogation against DM PETROLEUM OPERATIONS COMPANY and against the United States of America which may arise by reason of any payment under the policy."

If permitted by applicable state law; for Workers Compensation policies, the insurance certificate issued to DM hereunder shall contain a provision worded as follows:

“DM Petroleum Operations Company is hereby named as an alternate employer. The insurance company certifies that the insurance required hereunder is primary and waives any right of subrogation against DM PETROLEUM OPERATIONS COMPANY and against the United States of America which may arise by reason of any payment under the policy."

The Subcontractor shall provide the  Subcontract Manager, within ten (10) days after receipt, notice of cancellation of, or reductions below the above-cited amounts, any insurance coverage related to this requirement.

The Subcontractor warrants that such insurance coverage for all subcontractors who will work at any of the sites does or will exist before such subcontractor personnel enter the Government premises.

ACCEPTANCE BY DM OF AN INSURANCE CERTIFICATE THAT DOES NOT SET FORTH THE AFORESAID INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS DOES NOT CONSTITUTE A MODIFICATION OF THIS AGREEMENT DENOTING ACCEPTANCE OF LESS THAN THE INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS REQUIRED HEREIN.
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
